26 MON               CUSCO – TRAIN TO PUNO 

The trip begins in Cusco where you’ll board the Andean Explorer, an exquisitely-appointed 
luxury train with open-air observation car. Train enthusiasts consider this scenic journey to Lake 
Titicaca among the greatest rail trips in the world. After enjoying comfortable first class service 
high in the Andes, you’ll disembark in the lakeside town of Puno and be taken to your hotel, the 
pleasant accommodations for the duration of your stay at the Sonesta Posada del Inca. Spend 
the rest of the day and evening on your own, getting acquainted with your new surroundings.

27 TUE                 UROS ISLANDS & SURROUNDING SHORES 
In the morning, you’ll travel by boat to the Islas Uros, a group of floating islands constructed of 
native tótora reeds. Some of the villagers you’ll meet are descendents of the Uros people, a 
pre-Incan civilization, whose legends claim they emerged here at the dawn of time, before the 
sun when the world was still dark and cold. Today’s photo opps of life afloat include colorful 
indigenous dress, and a reed-based economy including woven reed homes and dragon-headed 
boats. Later in the afternoon, you’ll have time to capture images of interest around the 
lakeshore. You’ll also visit the Sillustani cemetery in nearby Lake Umayo, famous for its 
chullpas, the enormous funerary towers decorated with elaborate stone work that once held 
the remains of the Colla civilization elite. Enjoy dinner and another overnight at your hotel.

28 WED                LLACHON & TAQUILE ISLAND  
To reach today’s two destinations you’ll get a pre-dawn start from your Puno hotel, traveling by 
car, first to the town of Llachón on the Capachica Peninsula. With the first morning light, you’ll 
stop to photograph the spectacular landscape before arriving in Llachon for breakfast with 
members of the community and then continue to tiny Isla Taquile by boat.  
 
The textiles and weavers of Taquile have received a UNESCO designation to help preserve their 
culture. Many inhabitants still dress in traditional garb, deriving some or all of their income 
from weaving and the visitors the activity attracts. After an excursion along the shoreline by sea 
kayak or on foot, you will become acquainted with this island’s way of life, where among the 
many unique images for your camera are the busy main square, the textiles market, weavers at 
work and pre-Incan ruins in the central hills. You’ll enjoy a picnic lunch and dinner on the island 
with a local host before returning to your Puno hotel for the night. (B,L,D)  



 
29 THU                PUNO – CUSCO  
Embark over the altiplano (high plains) onboard a private vehicle for a full day of high altitude 
views. You will have the opportunity to stop en route to capture the majestic plains.  Reach 
Cusco in the evening where your guide will take you to your hotel where you can spend the rest 
of the day relaxing. (B) 
 
30 FRI                   CUSCO - LIMA - HOME 
In the morning you'll be taken to the airport for the return flight to Lima and your connecting 
international flight, marking the end of Southern Explorations' services. (B)
