It was to their Recoleta summer homes that the elite fled during the 1870's yellow

fever epidemic. Today the Recoleta remains one of Buenos Aires' most stylish neighborhoods, with

wide boulevards, elegant homes, fashionable shops and art museums as well as the city's most popular

tourist attraction, the Recoleta Cemetery.
